Background on the Gospel
Reading Mark 13:24-32

As we approach the end of the
Church year, our Gospel invites us
to consider Jesus’ predictions and
teaching about the end of the world.
His words about this are spoken to
his disciples as he prepares them
for his passion and death. Before
we consider Jesus’ words, it is
important to note the political
backdrop against which many think
Mark’s Gospel was written. Most
scholars concur that Mark wrote his
Gospel for Christians living in or
near Rome about 30 to 40 years
after the death of Jesus. This was a
time of political turmoil in Rome.
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Study of the Readings

Some Christians experienced
persecution by the Romans during
the reign of the emperor Nero (about
64 A.D.). Jewish revolutionaries
rebelled against the Romans, which
led the Romans to destroy the
Temple in Jerusalem in 70 A.D. In
this time of political turmoil and
persecution, many in Mark's
community might have wondered if
the end times predicted by Jesus
were in fact quite near. In today’s
Gospel, Jesus offers his disciples
signs to look for that will indicate
that the coming of the Son of Man is
near. His words and images draw
upon OIld Testament imagery,
especially images found in the Book
of Daniel. Next, Jesus offers the

lesson of the fig tree, a parable that
teaches that if one knows how to
read the signs, one can be prepared
for the end times. Jesus also
teaches, however, that no one
knows when the end time will come,
except the Father. In the verses that
follow this reading in Mark’s Gospel,
Jesus continues to warn his
disciples to be on watch for this end
time. Jesus’ words are not spoken
to frighten his disciples, nor should
they frighten us. Rather, they are
offered to prepare us for the
changes we will experience during
our lifetimes and at the end times.
Our consolation and hope is found
in the lasting nature of Jesus’ words
and God'’s never-ending love for us.

Evangelio Marcos 13:24-32

A medida que nos acercamos al final del
afo eclesiastico, nuestro Evangelio nos
invita a considerar las predicciones y
ensefianzas de Jesus sobre el fin del
mundo. Sus palabras acerca de esto
son dichas a sus discipulos mientras él
los prepara para su pasion y muerte.
Antes de considerar las palabras de
Jesus, es importante notar el trasfondo
politico en el que muchos piensan que
se escribié el Evangelio de Marcos. La
mayoria de los eruditos estan de
acuerdo en que Marcos escribié su
Evangelio para los cristianos que vivian
en o cerca de Roma unos 30 o 40 afios
después de la muerte de Jesus.

época de agitacion politica en Roma.
Algunos cristianos sufrieron persecucion
por parte de los romanos durante el
reinado del emperador Neron (alrededor
del afo 64 d.C.). Los revolucionarios
judios se rebelaron contra los romanos,
lo que llevo a los romanos a destruir el
Templo de Jerusalén en el afio 70 d.C.
En esta época de agitacion politica y
persecucién, muchos en la comunidad
de Marcos podrian haberse preguntado
si el fin de los tiempos predicho por
Jesus estaba realmente muy cerca. En
el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus ofrece a sus
discipulos sefiales para buscar que
indiquen que la venida del Hijo del
Hombre estd cerca. Sus palabras e
imagenes se basan en las imagenes del
Antiguo Testamento, especialmente en
las imagenes que se encuentran en el
Libro de Daniel. A continuacion, Jesus

ofrece la leccién de la higuera, una
parabola que ensefia que si uno sabe
leer las sefales, puede estar preparado
para el fin de los tiempos. Sin embargo,
Jesus también ensefia que nadie sabe
cuando llegara el fin de los tiempos,
excepto el Padre. En los versiculos que
siguen a esta lectura en el Evangelio de
Marcos, Jesus continia advirtiendo a
sus discipulos que estén atentos a este
tiempo final. Las palabras de Jesus no
son pronunciadas para asustar a sus
discipulos, ni deben asustarnos a
nosotros. Mas bien, se ofrecen para
prepararnos para los cambios que
experimentaremos durante nuestras
vidas y en los ultimos tiempos. Nuestro
consuelo y esperanza se encuentran en
la naturaleza duradera de las palabras
de Jesus y en el amor interminable de
Dios por nosotros.
