The First Sunday of Advent—December 1, 2024

Background on the Gospel

Reading Luke 21:25-28,34-36

Advent is a time of preparation for
the coming of the Lord. In this
season, we recall two central
elements of our faith: the final
coming of the Lord in glory and the
incarnation of the Lord in the birth of
Jesus. The key themes of the
Advent season are watchful waiting,
preparation, and justice. Today's
Gospel is taken from the last chapter
of Luke before the passion narrative
in which Jesus is teaching in the
Temple. We hear Jesus speak to his
disciples about the need for vigilance
and prayer as they wait for the
coming of the Son of Man in glory.

Study of the Readings

This passage marks the conclusion
of a lengthy dialogue in which Jesus
predicts the destruction of the
Temple in Jerusalem, warns about
the persecution and ftribulations to
follow, and identifies the signs that
will signal the coming of the Son of
Man in glory. Though Jesus predicts
a time of destruction and fear, Jesus
indicates that others will be
frightened; Jesus' disciples are not to
fear, but are to stand tall. Yet Jesus
does not promise deliverance from
anxiety or tribulations. He
encourages his disciples to pray for
strength. The early Christian
communities did not find consolation
in the promise of a utopia, nor
should we. Instead, we find in our

Christian faith the means by which
we witness to God's unfailing love for
us in all circumstances. Jesus'
predictions about the end times may
sound dire, but in the next paragraph
Luke tells us that people woke early
to listen to Jesus' teaching in the
Temple area. In his person and in
his message, those who heard
Jesus found strength and
consolation. Like the first Christians,
we may encounter events and
circumstances that could lead us to
despair. Through prayer, however,
we find strength and consolation in
Jesus' words and in his continuing
presence with us to endure all things
and to witness to the action of God
in our world.

El Primer Domingo de Adviento

Antecedentes de la lectura del
Evangelio Lucas 21:25-28,34-36 El
Adviento es un tiempo de preparacion
para la venida del Sefior. En este
tiempo, recordamos dos elementos
centrales de nuestra fe: la venida final
del Sefior en gloria y la encarnacion del
Sefior en el nacimiento de Jesus. Los
temas clave de la temporada de
Adviento son la espera vigilante, la
preparacion y la justicia. El Evangelio
de hoy esta tomado del ultimo capitulo
de Lucas antes de la narracion de la
pasion en la que Jesus esta ensefiando
en el Templo. Escuchamos a Jesus
hablar a sus discipulos sobre la
necesidad de vigilancia y oracion
mientras esperan la venida del Hijo del
Hombre en gloria. Este pasaje marca la
conclusién de un largo didlogo en el

que JesuUs predice la destruccion del
Templo de Jerusalén, advierte sobre la
persecucion y las ftribulaciones que
vendran, e identifica las sefales que
sefialaran la venida del Hijo del Hombre
en gloria. Aunque Jesus predice un
tiempo de destruccion y temor, Jesus
indica que otros se asustaran; Los
discipulos de Jesus no deben temer,
sino que deben mantenerse erguidos.
Sin embargo, JeslUs no promete la
liberacion de la ansiedad o las
tribulaciones. Anima a sus discipulos a
orar para obtener fuerzas. Las primeras
comunidades cristianas no encontraron
consuelo en la promesa de una utopia,
ni nosotros deberiamos hacerlo. En
cambio, encontramos en nuestra fe
cristiana el medio por el cual damos
testimonio del amor inagotable de Dios

por nosotros en todas las
circunstancias. Las predicciones de
Jesus sobre el fin de los tiempos
pueden sonar terribles, pero en el
siguiente parrafo Lucas nos dice que la
gente se despertdé temprano para
escuchar las ensefianzas de Jesus en
el area del Templo. En su persona y en
su mensaje, los que escuchaban a
JesuUs encontraban fuerza y consuelo.
Al igual que los primeros cristianos, es
posible que nos encontremos con
acontecimientos y circunstancias que
podrian llevarnos a la desesperacion. A
través de la oracidon, sin embargo,
encontramos fuerza y consuelo en las
palabras de JesUs y en su presencia
continua con nosotros para soportar
todas las cosas y dar testimonio de la
accion de Dios en nuestro mundo.
