Background on the Gospel
Reading Luke 1:1-4; 4:14-21
Today's Gospel combines two separate
passages taken from Luke. First we
hear Luke establish the purpose of his
Gospel. We learn that Luke may have
written to a specific person, Theophilus;
but the word Theophilus may also be a
general reference. In Greek, the word
Theophilus translates as “lover of God.”
The Gospel then skips several chapters
in which one would find the Infancy
Narratives, Jesus' baptism by John, the
temptations Jesus faced in the desert,
and the beginning of Jesus' public
ministry. In chapter four, Jesus is in his
hometown of Nazareth, attending the
synagogue on the Sabbath, which is
said to be his custom. As Jesus stands
in the synagogue, he reads from the

scroll handed to him; it contains the
words of the prophet Isaiah. At this early
moment in  his ministry, Jesus
announces his mission in continuity with
Israel's prophetic tradition. This reading
from Isaiah defines Jesus' ministry,
which includes bringing glad tidings to
the poor, liberty to captives, healing to
the sick, freedom to the oppressed, and
proclaiming a year acceptable to the
Lord. Through this text from Isaiah,
Jesus announces God's salvation. The
“year acceptable to the Lord” is a
reference to the Jewish tradition of
Sabbath years and jubilee. The Sabbath
year was observed every seventh year.
It was a year of rest when land was left
fallow and food stores were to be shared
equally with all. A year of Jubilee was
celebrated every fiftieth vyear, the
conclusion of seven cycles of Sabbath

years. It was a year of renewal in which
debts were forgiven and slaves were
freed. This tradition of Jubilee is the
framework for God's promise of
salvation. And yet in Jesus, something
new begins. Jesus not only announces
God's salvation, he brings this salvation
about in his person. Jesus is Yahweh's
Anointed One, filled with the Spirit of
God. The Kingdom of God is now at
hand. It is made present in Jesus, in his
life, death, and Resurrection. Jesus will
send the Holy Spirit so that the Kingdom
of God can be fulfilled. The Holy Spirit is
Jesus' gift to the Church and enables
the Church to continue the mission of
Jesus. When we do what Jesus did—
bring glad tidings to the poor, liberty to
captives, healing to the sick, and
freedom to the oppressed—we serve
the Kingdom of God.

Jesus esta de pie en la sinagoga, lee del
rollo que se le entrega; contiene las
palabras del profeta Isaias. En este primer
momento de su ministerio, Jesus anuncia
su mision en continuidad con la tradicion
profética de Israel. Esta lectura de Isaias
define el ministerio de Jesus, que incluye
llevar buenas nuevas a los pobres,
libertad a los cautivos, sanidad a los
enfermos, libertad a los oprimidos y
proclamar un afio aceptable para el
Sefior. A través de este texto de Isaias,
Jesus anuncia la salvacién de Dios. El
"afio aceptable al Sefior" es una
referencia a la tradicién judia de los afios
sabaticos y el jubileo. El afio sabatico se
observaba cada siete afios. Era un afio de
descanso en el que la tierra quedaba en
barbecho y las provisiones de alimentos
debian compartirse por igual con todos.
Cada quincuagésimo afio se celebraba un
afio de jubileo, la conclusion de siete

ciclos de afios sabaticos. Fue un afio de
renovacién en el que se perdonaron las
deudas y se liberé a los esclavos. Esta
tradicion del Jubileo es el marco para la
promesa de salvacion de Dios. Y, sin
embargo, en Jesus, algo nuevo comienza.
JesUs no soélo anuncia la salvacion de
Dios, sino que la realiza en su persona.
Jesus es el Ungido de Yahweh, lleno del
Espiritu de Dios. El Reino de Dios ya esta
cerca. Se hace presente en JesUs, en su
vida, muerte y resurreccion. Jesus enviara
el Espiritu Santo para que el Reino de
Dios se cumpla. El Espiritu Santo es el
don de Jesus a la Iglesia y permite a la
Iglesia continuar la misién de Jesus.
